A bill aimed at preventing 

superstitions and ritualistic practices, including human sacrifices and black 

magic, was passed as part of the legislative proceedings. Shri. K. Purushothaman, 

Former Joint Secretary of Kerala Legislative Assembly, and Shri. K.K Bala 

Murali Krishnan, Former Deputy Secretary of the Kerala Legislative Assembly, 

was the judge of the Model Parliament. Both of them appreciated the Model 

Parliament Members for their outstanding performance. The judges said that the 

Model Parliament of Sree Keralavarma College was excellent and was attentive 

to current issues.  They enjoyed the members' performance and concluded that 

the performance had high standards and followed the parliamentary procedure 

correctly.
